Dear Members: 

The 106th annual show and sale will be held June 26-June 28, 2025, at the Hill Country Exhibition Center 
(Show Barn) in Kerrville, Texas. 

Our schedule will remain the same as last year. The barn will open at 1:00 pm Thursday, June 26 th  with all 
goats in barn by 8 p.m. Beginning at 4 p.m. the Sift Committee will begin checking in, sifting, and weighing 
sale goats. Once all sale goats are sifted, our judge will select 25% of the bucks and 25% of the does, with a cap 
of 20 sale bucks and 15 sale does, Thursday evening. These sale goats will be the first class judged Friday at 8 
a.m. followed by the colored goats and finish with the white show goats. Awards and pictures will be taken as 
the winners are announced! This year, in addition to the Champion Goat of the Show, we will allow all 1st 
and 2" placed show goats the option to sale on Saturday. If the owner chooses to sale the 1st or 2"d placed 
goat, an entry fee of $10 will be assessed. These goats will be first in the sale order to sale. 
Our judge is Tooter Trees. 

Please return any of the entry forms that apply to you by June 10, 2025. Remember that any goats selected 
for the sale must have the registration papers in order on the day of the show. You can pay for the show 
goats when you send in your entries, or you can pay on Friday. Entry fee is $10.00 per head with 80% of the 
money returned to the top 5 goats in each class, except the White Yearling Doe class. Due to the White 
Yearling Doe class being so large, a different percentage payout will be given. Note: Our sale will be offering 
white angora goats ONLY along with wethers. Each breeder may sell up to 12 yearling does, 12 yearling 
bucks, 5 buck kids, 5 wether kids and 5 doe kids. You will need the papers for all sale goats including 
wethers. (Note: Wether papers will remain property of the TAGRA association.) 

Once again, Charger Services will be hosting a Happy Hour from 5:30-8:00 pm. Friday, June 27' 11 . 
During this time there will be a silent auction of donated items to benefit the TAGRA Scholarship. We 
hope all exhibitors, family members and buyers will attend! 

Saturday, June 28 th , we will start off with the AAGBA annual meeting at 9:00 am followed by our very special 
guest, Dr. Jake Thorne, Assistant Professor and Extension Sheep and Goat Specialist of Texas A&M AgriLife 
Extension. Followed by The Bob Davis and Annie Auld Special Class for aged nannies that will be judged by 
Jad Davis and the Heart of the Hills Stud Buck Class will be available for aged bucks and judged by Edward 
Earwood. 

The auctioneer for the TAGRA 106th Sale will be Gene Edmiston. The sale will begin at 1:00 p.m.

An 
entry form must be completed and postmarked to Lisa Edmiston, Secretary by 
June 10, 2025.   On the entry form, the exhibitor will list the kids that have 
been registered with the AAGBA. TAGRA will send these forms to AAGBA 
for verification. 

2. Exhibitors will be limited to two (2) entries in this class. 
3. Exhibitor does not have to have raised the doe. Registrations papers must 

show that the exhibitor is the owner of the doe, and the owner must have 
registered at least one (1) kid from this doe with the AAGBA in the name 
of the owner. 

4. All rules for show goats for regular TAGRA show will apply. 
5. Exhibitors must be members of the Texas Angora Goat Raisers' Association 

(TAGRA) and the American Angora Goat Breeders Association (AAGBA) by 
June 10, 2025. 

The judge for the 2025 show will be Mr. Jad Davis. The show will be on Saturday, 
June 28, 2025, 11:00 a.m. Goats will be tied to the fence or held by other breeders 
while showing.
